No star shines as brightly in the sky of 20th century Islamic
spiritual revival than the name of Imam Ahmed Raza Khan
Afghani Barelvi rahmatullah ta’ala alayh (1856 - 1921 CE). Uni-
versally conferred with the title of A’laa Hazrat <=, this great
personality of the Indian Subcontinent arose to restore, pre-
serve and promote the true light and spirit of Islam, which is
founded in none other than the great love, honor and respect
for the Best of Creation, the Holy Prophet Muhammad sallal-

laahu alayhi wa sallam - Mercy to the Universe.

A’laa Hazrat rahmatullah alayh exhibited signs of Divine
Providence and intellectual & spiritual genius from a very
tender age. He completed the Holy Quran at the age of four
and became astonishingly well versed in more than fifty
branches of learning, pertaining to Ancient, Current & Orien-
tal Sciences and left contributions in all these academic disci-
plines. He delivered his first public lecture to an audience
that included high caliber scholars at the age of 6, and issued
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his first fatwa at the age of 13. A’laa Hazrat <} was a prolific
writer and savant with a phenomenal memory. He memo-
rized the entire Holy Quran in one month by simply perusing
its verses chapter by chapter between Maghrib and Isha every-
day. He wrote over 1000 books during his short life span of 65
years in Arabic, Persian, and Urdu on diversified topics such
as Tafseer (Quranic Exegesis), Aqaaid (Beliefs), Hadeeth, Figh
(Islamic Jurisprudence), Tajweed, Tasawwuf, Grammar, His-
tory, Poetry, Mathematics, Philosophy and more.

Among his most notable works is the Kanz-ul-Iman, a beauti-
ful rendering of the Holy Quran into the Urdu language. This
mammoth endeavor is a very distinguished contribution to
scholarship as it maintains the key element of the Islamic
spirit - adab. A’laa Hazrat’s < choice of words when translat-
ing the Arabic verses of the Holy Quran are very careful and
conscientious and therefore deliver the highest honor and re-
spect for Allah Almighty and His Beloved Prophet sallallaahu
alayhi wa sallam. Another labor of love that stands out
amongst A’laa Hazrat's . ocean of writings is his Salaam-e-
Raza: Mustafaa Jaane Rehmat pe laakhon salaam, which holds the
distinction of being the longest salutation to the Holy Prophet
Muhammad sallallaahu alayhi wa sallam in any language. It is a
pearl in the Hadaig-e-Bakhshish, an anthology of his poetry.

This great luminary cannot be claimed by the Muslim world
alone but by all people of truth. At present, many Islamic and
Western universities, and colleges throughout the world are
researching and translating the works of this great Muslim
scholar. Some of the countries in which research is being car-
ried out are: India, Pakistan, USA, England, Holland, Saudi
Arabia, Egypt and South Africa. Dr. Barbara Metcalf, Profes-
sor of History at the University of Michigan, says:

"He [A’laa Hazrat] was outstanding from the very

beginning on account of his extraordinary intelli-
gence. ... Ahmed Raza himself was a towering fig-
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ure, revered for his extraordinary memory, mental

agility, and intellectual capacity, and honored as a

Mujaddid and a Shaikh. Guarded in his relation to

the British Government, he sought above all to

guard what he saw as correct practice and make

religion vital in the personal life of Muslims of his

day."
A’laa Hazrat's . message is one of upholding the truth
about the Final Messenger of Allah £ as documented by the
authentic texts of Islam. It is only if the Messenger & is up-
held, can the true spirit and intent of the message be upheld
which is none other than the establishment of peace within
oneself, with one’s fellow creatures and with Allah Almighty
Himself. Such is the etymology and goal of the religion Is-
lam. This is in clear contradistinction to the actions of those
who have disconnected themselves from Islamic scholarship
and spirituality and simply use the name of religion to com-
mit heinous crimes under its banner.

In short, A’laa Hazrat <. was a jurist, theologian, poet, and a
reviver whose life revolved around the motto "Love the Holy
Prophet £." Promoting this essential message is a very noble
mission. We pray by the waseela of the Holy Prophet sallal-
laahu alayhi wa sallam that we can take his message forward
in the best possible manner, as this will insha Allah make for
a better world and be the cause for our salvation and deliver-
ance in Next World as well. Aameen.

RESEARCH: IECRC intends to insha Allah establish a comprehensive library with a
collection of Islamic books including rare ones in original sources, publish a quar-
terly Islamic Social Sciences Research Journal, and invite scholars of high caliber
from around the world on a tenure basis. These goals require a physical facility for the
library, a printing press for efficient publishing of journals and books and a guest house to
lodge visiting scholars.

COUNSELING: IECRC would like to expand its already existing services of spiri-
tual healing and counseling. Topics covered would be in the areas of Family Affairs
(Marriage - Nikah, Divorce - Talag, etc.), Individual Counseling (Depression, Anxi-
ety, etc.), Legal Aid & Medical Camps. The above goals require a physical facility for the
counseling center that can lodge patients seeking help from far away places.
