The Holy Prophet 
Muhammad’s (Peace Be Upon Him) arrival heralded a new era – one in which women were to be 
considered the equal and committed partners of men in the Path to God with the recognition that at 
the spiritual level, all humans, both men and women, have been created from a single soul [The Holy 
Quran, 4:1]. There is an entire chapter dedicated to women‘s rights in the Holy Quran, believed by 
Muslims to be the last Divine Text from God confirming the previous heavenly books such as the 
Torah and the Bible. 
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IECRC’s 1st Annual Women’s Conference 2006 is dedicated to the eminent daughter of the Holy 
Prophet Muhammad (Peace Be Upon Him): Hazrat Fatima Zahra (may God be well pleased with her), 
whose life reflects that of her Beloved and Blessed Father (Peace Be Upon Him). Hazrat Fatima Zahra 
(may God be pleased with her) exemplified her Father’s Prophetic nature and qualities creating a 
stellar role model for women to follow.

The event 
will also be an exhibition of the rich fabric of Islamic culture in the recitations of poetry praising the 
Holy Prophet Muhammad (Peace Be Upon Him) and Hazrat Fatima Zahra (may God be well pleased 
with her) in many languages including Urdu, English, Farsi, Arabic, and Punjabi. There will be much 
young talent on display in the many children’s performances which are a part and parcel of all IECRC 
events.
